We warmly welcome Father Klein to our parish and rectory.  He will 
be celebrating weekend Masses on a regular basis. 
Father Klein was born and raised in central Kansas. His father is 
deceased, but his mother, brother and sister – along with their 
families and scores of relatives – still live in Kansas. Fr. Klein did 
his college seminary studies at the Pontifical College Josephinum 
in Columbus, Ohio. He is also an alumnus of the Pontifical North 
American College, where he did graduate theological studies at the 
Jesuit University in Rome, the Pontifical Gregorian University. 
He was ordained for the Diocese of Dodge City in 1984, where he 
subsequently served as a parochial vicar, pastor, Diocesan 
Vocation Director and Diocesan Director of Liturgy. Father began 
seminary work in the early 1990’s, returning to Josephinum, where 
he had been a college student. In 1995 he was incardinated into 
the Diocese of Columbus and was later sent for doctoral studies in 
theology. Returning to Columbus in 1999, he taught for only one 
year before he was invited to join the faculty of St. John’s 
University, NYC in 2000. After six years of teaching with the 
Vincentian Fathers at St. John’s, he returned to the Jesuits in the 
venue of Fordham University in 2006. 
This coming year he will be teaching at both Fairfield University and 
Sacred Heart University. Father is the author of two scholarly 
books, a number of scholarly and popular articles, and a popular 
book on spirituality, Vanity Faith: Searching for Spirituality among 
the Stars. It is available on Amazon.com.
